Names and Functions of Controls

© Reverse Mode Selector (REV MODE)
"< For playback of both sides of the cassette once.

®Playback will stop when the end of reverse side is reached.

o|f playback starts from the reverse side, only that side will
be played.
C.D: Forendless playback of both sides of the cassette.
B Once the cassette compartment cover is opened, the playback
will be sure to start from the forward side.

@ Hold Switch (HOLD)
Setting this switch to “HOLD” position will hold the present
condition of all controls of the tape mechanism.
The unit will not be turned on even if the Play/Direction Button is
pressed by mistake.

© Cassette Compartment Cover Open Switch
(OPEN)

O Rewind Button (REW)
If pressed during playback and the tape is rewound to the
beginning of the tape, the playback will start from the same side
automatically. (Rewind Auto Play)

@ Fast Forward Button (FF)
If pressed during playback and the tape is forwarded to the end of
the tape, the playback will start from the reverse side
automatically. (Skip Reverse)

© Stop Button (STOP W)
@ Play/Direction Button (€4 » PLAY/DIR)

If pressed during playback, the playback direction can be changed.

© Operation/Battery Check Indicator (OPR/BATT)
This indicator will light during operation. If it goes out or dims, it is
time to recharge or replace the battery.
¢ The included Rechargeable Battery can be recharged about
300 times.
¢ Operation Indicator (OPR) will light during operation.
(During Skip Reverse or Rewind Auto Play, it will flash.)

© Headphones Jack( () )

@ "Dolby Noise Reduction Switch (DOLBY NR)
Set this switch to "ON" to playback a tape recorded with Dolby
Noise Reduction.

For other tapes, set to “OFF".

® Volume Control (VOLUME)
@ S-XBS Switch (S-XBS)

S-XBS boosts the low frequency range, resulting in a more
dynamic bass reproduction.
The selection of “MAX" and “MID" to suit your taste is possible.

® Live Switch (LIVE)
Set this switch to “ON" to boost vocal voice.
You can enjoy dynamic vocal sound as if you were in a live stage.

@ Rechargeable Battery Compartment Cover

® Connection Terminal for Battery Case
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Power Source

This unit can be used by either of the following power sources.

Rechargeable Battery (See page 6.)
For its initial use after purchasing or its use after a long time interval
(more than three months), make sure to recharge the Rechargeable
Battery.
1. Attach the Rechargeable Battery to Charger.
Pull down the plug of the charger and connect the
Charger to the power outlet.
®Both of CHARGE and QUICK Indicators will light showing the
high-speed charging.
®Only QUICK Indicator will turn off when the 50% charging is
done.
®Both of CHARGE and QUICK Indicators will turn off when the
80% charging is done. (Leave it for more 25 minutes for full
charge.)
2. Open the Rechargeable Battery Compartment Cover.
Insert the charged battery into the unit.

Normally 50% charging makes the approximately 1.8-hour and full
charge makes the approximately 3.7-hour tape playback possible.

Notes:

®Do not recharge more than 12 hours, otherwise the Rechargeable
Battery life may be shortened.

oOn its initial use after purchasing or its use after a long time interval,
recharging may not make normal operation time possible.
But the repeat of recharging will recover the normal operation time.

eUse only the included Charger when recharging.

®During recharging, the Charger and Rechargeable Battery may have

a little heat. This is normal.
¢ Avoid recharging or placing the Rechargeable Battery near sources
of heat or in the much humid ambiance.

Battery (See page 7.
Insert the battery into the Battery Case and attach to the unit.

Notice:

Do not carry the Battery Case installing the battery in your pocket or
bag. It may be possible that the metal object will become short-circuit
and get heat by touching to other contents.

To extend the operation time
Install both types of battery (Rechargeable and Dry Batteries) to the
unit.



Tape Playback (See pages 10~11.)

1. Press the Push Open Button to open the cover and
insert the cassette.

2. Plug the Stereo Earphones into the Headphones Jack.
Make sure to install the jack completely so that outer
ring is seated into place firmly.

3. Release the hold state.

4. Press the Play/Direction Button and adjust the
volume.

B Using by the Remote Controller

eRelease the hold state on Remote Controller and press the Remote
Control Button once (@).

eFor volume adjustment, set the Volume Control of the unit to 5-7.

B Cassette Tapes
This unit has the auto tape select function.
You can use normal, CrOz or Metal types of tape.

e Do not use C-120 tapes with this unit because these tapes can easily
become broken or stretched if not used with extreme care and may
get tangled with the Capstan and Pressure roller.

B Amenity Sound Control Selector
The function of ASC will make the more amenity sound possible in the
noisy places. Also it will lessen the leaking noisy high sound disturbing

the people around you and reduce the strain of listening for a long time.

In the train, you can use the function of “ASCI”.
On the street, you can use the function of “ASCII".
